Travel expenses are defined as coach airfare or mileage to conference hotel, cab or shuttle fare from airport to conference hotel, lodging at conference hotel and meals (excluding alcoholic beverages) while at the conference.

Attention Faculty:
 In 2007 IPMI implemented an annual grant. This $5,000.00 Faculty Advisor Grant is unrestricted and awarded to the advisor of one of the  IPMI Student Award recipients  and will be in recognition and support of the efforts of his or her research.  No criteria is expected or accepted for this grant, as our Awards Committee will select the awardee of this grant from the Student Award recipients’nominating packets. Up to $1,500 will be reimbursed after the conference to the advisor for travel expenses to the conference.

Nominations for this award should be made by the supervising faculty member and should be accompanied by a short resume from the nominee including academic progress, future plans and a brief description of the nature of the work if available.
